· Monitor the individual’s progress by collecting, documenting, and assisting with personal valued outcomes.

· Participate in planning daily activities and events.

· Complete all documentation and required paperwork including, but not limited to, daily attendance, data sheets, van logs, and communication logs.

· Participate in program plan reviews, ISP reviews and special IDT meetings.
· Attend conferences, in-services, and informational meetings as assigned by supervisor to enhance and update job performance skills.
· Communicate all pertinent information to supervisor both verbally and in writing, ex. communication logs, incident reports. 
· Occasionally ascends/descends stairs with individuals in cases such as fire drills.
· Ability to lift at least 50lbs to provide daily support for program individuals and co-workers.
· The person in this position needs to occasionally move about to assist individuals during community outings or within the program.
· Ensure that all petty cash receipts are handed in and requested when necessary.

· Responsible for the physical condition of the program/ facility including agency vehicle(s) and assuring that they are maintained in a safe and sanitary manner.

· Perform tasks as assigned and/or delegated by supervisor.

· High School diploma/ GED  or Associates/ Bachelor’s Degree in the human services field preferred  along with  a minimum of 1year experience working with individuals with developmental disabilities
