· Ensure individual health and safety in a therapeutic and professional approach. 
· Assist with daily living skills (e.g., lifting, transferring, toileting, personal hygiene).
· Teach the individual’s family the strategies that are defined in the individuals Community Habilitation service plan in an effort to promote consistent learning and support the family along with the individual.  

· Monitor individual’s progress by completing all pertinent documentation such as case notes, ABC charts, and data sheets and verbally to supervisor and/or psychologist. 

· Submit all paperwork in a timely fashion on the dates designated by supervisor. 

· Attend conferences, professional development trainings and informational meetings as assigned by supervisor to enhance and update job performance skills. 

· Maintain certifications in various trainings, i.e. First Aid, CPR, SCIP-R, etc. 

· Report all allegations of abuse, neglect or sensitive situations to your immediate supervisor immediately. 

· Perform additional tasks as assigned and/or delegated by supervisor. 
Qualifications:

· Associates/ Bachelor’s degree preferred in the Human Service field or a High School diploma with a minimum of one year experience working with individuals diagnosed with a developmental disability.
· The individual must have a working knowledge of the current regulations, policies, and protocols governing the delivery and documentation of services for individuals with mental retardation and developmental disabilities.
· Must be flexible to work evenings and/or  weekends
· Must be able to work independently 
· Excellent communication skills (verbal, written)
